2.	Schedule of Grants Awarded			

JY gave a verbal update on the applications the PCC had received since the last meeting, 18 applications had been successful and received funding from the Community Safety Initiatives and Police Property Act Fund.

JY informed the group that the PCC elections take place on 6th May and purdah is due to start at the end of March. The PCC won’t be able to make any decisions during this so therefore any application forms would need to be submitted prior to the purdah period.

4.    Progress Reports	

Hartlepool Progress Report	

During the third quarter of 2015/16 there was a decrease in IDVA referrals of 32% compared to the same period in 2014/15.  The actual number of referrals into the IDVA service during Q3 was 41. However comparing year to date there is an increase of 26% in the IDVA referrals compared to last year, with 197 referrals received to date. 





During this financial year, to date 9 Anti-social Behaviour Agreements and 2 Anti-Social Behaviour Contracts have been recorded by the Anti-Social Behaviour Unit with 4 individuals participating in reparation. The Anti-Social Behaviour Unit has also received 12 referrals for mediation involving neighbourhood disputes, 2 of which remain open. 

During the reporting period there have been 484 contacts with young people in Hartlepool (an increase of 10% compared to the same period last year) where outreach staff have directly engaged with young people, signposting them to alternative provision, and encouraging engagement with diversionary and educational activities. 

From a town wide perspective levels of anti-social behaviour for the months of, October , November,  and December  have shown reductions of  -12%, -30.% and -15% respectively  when compared to the same period the previous year, with end of year projections indicating a 11.5% reduction in comparison to the previous financial year.

Middlesbrough Progress Report	

A DV Coordinator has now been appointed and aims to commence delivery of a strategic action plan. A connection has been made with schools and colleges in respect of delivering sessions to teachers around DV and healthy relationships.

To date 6 referrals for restorative group conferencing have been received and allocated to RJ Facilitators. In addition, 12 enquiries have been received for the Restorative Group Conferencing Service.  These have not yet proceeded to referral stage. 

In Middlesbrough, 151 young have accessed diversionary and positive activities based in target localities (24 sessions delivered) with 5 young people referred by external agencies engaged to date. Plans are on-going to deliver sessions over the February half term to target the cohort group. 

Stockton Progress Report 

91 cases can be identified where IDVA involvement has taken place in Q3. 59 of these were external referrals, 32 were cases from within the outreach service which also required IDVA involvement. 

RJ in Stockton gives victims the chance to meet or communicate with their offenders to explain the real impact of the crime. In Quarter 3, 32 cases were recorded, the majority being low-level crime and anti-social behaviour – referrals through ASB / CSP.

Within Stockton 93% of wards have ASB related activity listed as a neighbourhood policing priority. During Quarter 3, 73 individual sessions have taken place engaging with 317 individual young people across Stockton in four wards. This provides a year to date total of 269 sessions with 1,068 young people engaged with.

Redcar Progress Report

The IDVA service has supported 149 adults during Quarter 3 of which 55 had children. Redcar have been successful in drafting, applying for and securing 12 Restraining Orders through the criminal justice system to protect vulnerable clients.  Training has been delivered to Domestic Abuse Workplace Champions to ensure they had local information on services for victims of domestic abuse. 









To date there has been 12 community mediation referrals – 9 referrals have closed with 75% of closed cases resulting in a positive outcome of situation resolved.  3 referrals are currently allocated to practitioners. 

The ASB Ambassadors 12 week Programme was started in 3 schools. The Young people were chosen by the respective schools who felt that their engagement on the programme would assist them in overcoming some of negative behaviours towards school and people in authority.
